1. Call to Order and Introductions

The meeting was called to order by Chair Stephen Dean at 9:30 a.m. and introductions
were made.

2. In-Kind Form
An in-kind form was routed among attendees.
3. Approval of Minutes

Motion was made by Ed Curley to approve the minutes of Dec. 4, 2009, and
seconded by Robert Medler. Motion was approved.

4. EPAC Chair, Committees, Members and PAG Staff Reports
Stephen Dean had no report at this time.
Claire Zucker, Watershed Planning Manager, presented a Certificate of Appreciation to

Robert Medler for two years of service as Vice Chair with EPAC. Due to the absence of
Dennis Skelton, his certificate will be mailed.



Ms. Zucker reported on the Navajo Generating Station (NGS) presentation given at the Air
Quality Subcommittee meeting, Jan. 14, 2010. The presentation is available on the PAG
Web site. At the meeting, Colleen McKaughan, Environmental Protection Agency (EPA),
gave a presentation on the Advance Notice of the Proposed Rulemaking for the Navajo
Generating Station Best Available Retrofit Technology Federal Implementation Plan. She
said the primary reason for considering more stringent air quality control technology was
that there are so many Class | areas that are directly affected by both the Navajo
Generating Station and the Four Corners Generating Station. There will be time after a
recommendation is made, probably in April, for addition comments, if EPAC wants to
weigh in at that time. Mitch Basefsky, Central Arizona Project, added that CAP
management has been meeting with Ms. McKaughan to address some of the technical
issues about how air quality regulations affect water prices for Arizona. He also
announced that a panel discussion will be held Feb. 12 in Pinal County at Apache Junction.
The panel will include Ms. McKaughan and the Assistant General Manager from CAP. Ms.
Zucker asked Mr. Basefsky if he would report back to EPAC about this discussion at the
March meeting.

Ms. Zucker suggested that the EPAC and the Watershed Planning Subcommittee (WPS)
meet together on Monday, May 24, at 1:30 p.m. instead of the regularly scheduled June
EPAC meeting and May WPS meeting. Given no objection, the meeting date was set for
May 24.

The 3" Annual Beat Back Buffelgrass Day is scheduled for Feb. 6, 2010. Lindy Brigham said
they have had a great response this year and are expecting over 400 people. She thanked
everyone for getting the word out about the event. Kendall Kroesen requested that next
year the event date be announced earlier so people can plan ahead.

Lee Comrie, Air Quality Planning Manager, reported that the Air Quality Subcommittee
(AQS) meets quarterly and is tentatively scheduled to meet next in April. An Air Quality
Forum is planned for the spring of 2010. The Regional Indicator Report has been
forwarded to Management Committee this month and we hope to report on it at the
March meeting. In September 2009, the EPA announced that it was going to reconsider
the ozone standards again because the standards that were set in 2008 weren't as
stringent as those recommended by EPA’s Clean Air Scientific Advisory Committee. In
January, it came out with proposed standards which could put us in potential non-
attainment based on current data. There is a public comment period and comments are
due March 22, with the EPA final decision at the end of August. Ms. Comrie will report
back on the progress of this item. If non-attainment is determined, a plan to correct the
status will need to be written and would be due by December 2013.

Ms. Zucker announced that Malini Banerjee, Sr. Watershed Planner, has been promoted to
the GIS department within PAG and will be working on population modeling. Mead Mier,
Watershed Planner, presented reports for both Stormwater Management Working Group
and Watershed Planning Subcommittee. Stormwater Management Working Group met
Jan. 20, 2010, and is scheduled to meet next in late February or early March. A
Construction Industry Outreach Seminar is planned for May 11, 2010, from 8 a.m. to noon
at the downtown Library. The Watershed Planning Subcommittee will meet on Feb. 22.
Presenters and topics are as follows: Sharon Megdal, Director of the University of Arizona
WRRC, Water Availability for Agriculture; Vicki France, Program Administrator, Pima and
