Pre-submittal Form Instructions
Introduction:

The Transportation Enhancement (TE) program is funded through a 10 percent set-aside from federal Surface Transportation Program (STP) funds. The annual funding cycle includes a regional project application process, with final review and recommendation of projects from the Statewide Transportation Enhancement Review Committee (TERC). This program was developed to enhance surface transportation activities by developing projects that go above and beyond what transportation departments typically do.  This program has 11 eligible categories for funding that include alternative mode enhancements, historic preservation elements, landscaping and other beautification activities. All applications require a local government sponsor.
Due to the overwhelming popularity of this program and the cost associated with developing application submittals, the region has determined that a pre-application process is necessary.  PAG’s Transportation Enhancement Task Force (TETF) will review this pre-submittal form and provide submitters with a “pass/fail” and general comments. A project that receives a “pass” on the pre-submittal is allowed to move forward through the application process. Not all applications submitted to the region will move forward to the TERC due to the total funding submittal cap set by the state.
Important Information

· All project applications must have a jurisdiction sponsor. Please note that due to limited funding availability, sponsoring jurisdictions may not have the funds nor staff time available to sponsor all eligible projects submitted.
· Please contact the appropriate jurisdiction TE representative to determine local funding availability.

· The local limit for projects has been changed from $500K to $750K.

· Federal funds must be matched with a minimum of 5.7% of the grant amount; therefore, for every $100 of eligible, reimbursable expenses, the sponsor will be reimbursed no more than $94.30.  Jurisdictions also have to provide funds for the ADOT review fee and any over match over the $750K limit (scoping fees are now an eligible expense for federal funds). 

· ADOT is moving to a 2 year TE process, meaning they will award funding every other year.  Next chance would be 2012. 

Instructions:

This form is only the first step in a long process. First, the TETF will review this pre-submittal form.  PAG staff will notify you if the project can move forward through the TE process and if any local matching funds are available. You will also be provided general comments about your proposed project. Eligible projects may submit the formal 20 page application. Although the sponsoring jurisdiction may assist with the application, the applicant is expected to be active in the development of that application and in the securing of appropriate materials such as letters of support. If you have any questions on what would be expected of you or what sort of information is required for the full application, please feel free to contact your jurisdictional TE coordinator.
