Recognizing that motor vehicles are the single
greatest contributor to air pollution, is to improve
air quality and reduce traffic congestion in the
incorporated and unincorporated areas of Pima
County by increasing Alternate Mode usage_and
reducing overall motor vehicle travel for
commute trips. This chapter shall establish a basis
for a cooperative effort of the local jurisdictions to
achieve a uniform program for reduction of work
related trips by employees working for major
employers subject to this regulation.

History of Travel Reduction Ordinance

A Adopted in 1989 when Tucson was
nonattainment for carbon monoxide

A All the local municipalities and Pima
County have a TRO - available on web site

A TRO is written into the state
implementation plan (SIP) for CO

A Travel Reduction Program required at least
until 2020

A Target commute trips, because they are
routine, longer distances, regulations exist
that allow incentives, and employers can
assist in outreach and subsidies




| History of Travel Reduction Program

Major Employer Requirements:

A Employee survey submitted annually
I 70% response rate
I Non-respondents classified as “drive alone”

A Annual plan done manually 90 days after
survey

A Audits conducted to determine if plan is
being implemented

A TC training required of all TCs

A Annual plans and survey results reviewed
and approved by TRP Task Force

A Good faith effort measures required if not
meeting the TRO goals
