Claire Zucker called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m. and introductions were made.

2. Approval of the Minutes

The Scope of Work Task Force was offered an opportunity to comment on the January
29, 2009, minutes. Ed Curley, Pima County Regional Wastewater Reclamation
Department, moved that the minutes be approved. Barbara Johnson, Town of Marana,
seconded the motion and the minutes were approved unanimously.

Marana 208 Amendment Status

Claire Zucker presented two documents to the group; one that outlined the Scope of
Work Task Force process and another that outlined tasks developed during the
meetings. These documents were prepared as follow up to requests made by the Town
at the January 29, 2009, meeting. Dennis Dickerson described the goal of the Task Force
as outlined on the process document and Ms. Zucker reviewed other salient points from
both the documents presented. The list of tasks will be updated over time and will be
used by the Task Force and the Town as a check list to ensure that proposed changes to
the amendment are tracked during the review process.

Pima County Information Provision

Pima County staff presented a powerpoint showing the County’s existing regional
wastewater treatment system. They showed several maps of the area which included
locations of wastewater reclamation facilities (WRF) and pump stations for the Marana
area. They distributed a preliminary map showing several of the planned developments
in the Marana area and also distributed an excerpt from Pima County’s 2006
Metropolitan Area Facility Plan Update. Eric Wieduwilt, Pima County described Pima
County’s system and provided details on various lift stations that serve as back up
facilities for the Continental Ranch pump station. In response to an inquiry at a previous
meeting, Pima County also discussed average operational costs for small and large
pump stations. Pima County staff added that knowledge about the potential
construction of the Barnett Channel would have altered the County’s plans for
sewerage.

Barbara Johnson, Town of Marana, thanked the County for providing the briefing and
added that it would help the Town with their planning efforts. Pima County and Marana
agreed to get together outside of the Task Force meetings, to share land use
information and to integrate the topography with land use and wastewater system
maps.

Alternative 20-year Proposed Water Reclamation Facilities

Thom Martinez, Westland Resources, provided an overview of alternatives #3 and #2 as
presented in the draft amendment. He stated that the preferred alternative was #3 and
the group suggested that it be introduced first, before #1 and 2, in the final amendment.
Mr. Martinez showed a map with the proposed wastewater reclamation facilities (WRFs),
three of which may be located within Pima County. From south to north, they are the
Sandario Road WRF, the Cottonwood WRF and the County-line WRF, which may be
located in either Pima or Pinal Counties depending on various factors.

Mr. Martinez explained that under alternative #3, the Cottonwood flows would be
redirected to the Sandario WRF and that the Dove mountain flows would eventually be
routed to the Cottonwood WRF through a pipeline down Tangerine Road. The routing
would be designed so that all of the sewers would be placed at depths less than 25 feet
below land surface. The Task Force suggested that those barrier features which could
impact sewer plans or construction time lines be placed on the map, e.g. the tunnel
connecting Continental Ranch to Sandario WRF, the Barnett Channel, CAP and the Santa
Cruz River.

Mr. Martinez continued by briefly presenting how alternatives #2 and #1 differ from
alternative #3, the preferred alternative.



6. Visioning the Transition from Pima County to Marana

Task Force members reviewed each of the planned developments shown on the map
provided by Pima County. For each development, they reviewed the status of the
development, such as whether it was just in the planning stage, was under construction,
or whether some portion of the wastewater infrastructure had been built. At the end of
the meeting, the participants agreed to continue this discussion at the next meeting
when more proposed developments had been added to the map. The group also
discussed whether the DMA boundary would be coincident with the Town'’s planning
area boundary. Town staff said that that they were open to continued discussion about
particular areas, but that in general, the DMA boundary would match the planning area
boundary.
